DICK CAPPS SOUND SYSTEM 
 
All of us can finally hear what is going on in our monthly 
meeting thanks to Jean Capps. After Jean noticed that many 
of the members had a difficult time hearing the programs 
she donated a sound system in memory of her late husband 
Dick Capps. 
 
I never had the pleasure 
of knowing Dick, but 
I’ ve heard a lot of great 
stories, so I asked Jean 
for a brief biography of 
Dick.  Richard Cook 
Capps was born June 9, 
1922 in Mountain Park, 
Oklahoma, his father 
died when Dick was 
nine years old. 
 
Dick was in his second 
year at the University 
of Oklahoma when the 
attack on Pearl Harbor 
occurred, the president 
of the University advised the students to finish out the year 
if possible before enlisting. Dick wanted to join the Cav-
alry, but it was being phased out so he joined the Army Air 
Corps in November of 1942. Dick had tried for the Navy 
but was told he was too tall, however the Air Corps didn’ t 
think he was too tall be a tail gunner in a B-26. Dick was 
stationed at several bases in the mainland U. S. including 
submarine patrol off the coast of Florida. In July of 1944 he 
was assigned to the 394th Bombardment Group, 587th Bom-
bardment Squadron of the Ninth Air Force flying out of 
Bishop Stowford Air Base in England. He completed 45 
combat missions before being shot down near Lyon, 
France. The crew was rescued by the French Resistance, 
the Mountain Marquis. He was shot down a second time 
and was drafted by an American tank commander to man 
the pair of .50 caliber machine guns on a tank turret. 
 
He participated in the campaigns of Air Combat Europe, 
Normandy, Northern France, Ardennes, Rhineland and 
Central Europe. Dick next served in the Army of occupa-
tion in Kitzingen, Germany.

Prior to going overseas, Dick was stationed at Lowery Air 
Base in Denver; Dick loved Colorado and vowed to return 
after the war. In 1949 he bought a small ranch on highway 
285 near Conifer. At that time 285 was a windy two lane 
gravel road that suited Dick just fine. He opened a small 
beer and sandwich café and enjoyed mountain living. 
 
Dick took up skiing and in 1967 met Jean at the Loveland 
Ski Area. They were married in Tom and Ginny Lewis’  
parlor on October 6, 1972. The table they met at still adorns 
their house. 
 
Dick stayed in the Reserves after WWII, and the Army Air 
Corps became the United States Air Force. Much of the 
early years of marriage spent at Fort Belvoir, Virginia, 
where Dick served on the Prisoner of War Experience 
Analysis Program. He was involved in the debriefing of 
prisoners of war returning from Vietnam. He received a 
citation for his “exceptional service in support of the south-
east Asia Prisoner of War Program.”  
 
Of course there is more, a lot more, more awards numerous 
interest tours of duty including an undercover assignment 
trying to locate stolen weapons for the Air Force. He was a 

Chief Master Sergeant at the time of his retirement in 1982 
after 40 years of service. Dick passed away November 7, 
2001. 
 
As Jean sums their life together: I t was never dull.
